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Nov. 7 special election results tallied
 Local voters approved all available measures 
on the Nov. 7 ballot, including two propositions 
from the Pasadena Independent School District, 
fi ve propositions from the City of Houston and 
seven propositions from the State of Texas. 

Pasadena ISD
 It was an emotional night at the Pasadena ISD 
board room as board members, community lead-
ers and district administrators patiently awaited 
the election results of Propositions A and B. The 
crowd cheered as the fi nal precincts reported in 
and the 2017 Bond and Tax Ratifi cation Election 
were a success.
 “I am so proud of this community for stand-

ing behind its school district,” said Pasadena ISD 
School Board President Vickie Morgan. “It is an 
honor and a privilege to serve a district that cares 
so much for its students.”
 Proposition A – a $135 million no-tax-in-
crease bond election – will allow Pasadena ISD 
to provide a new Riverstone Ranch intermediate 
school, a replacement campus for Red Bluff Ele-
mentary, a transportation facility, a maintenance/
operations warehouse facility, safety upgrades 
throughout the district, technology equipment, 
fi ne arts instruments, new buses and facilities 
management costs.
 Proposition B – a tax ratifi cation election to 

increase the property tax rate by 13 cents per 
100 valuation – will help balance a defi cit budget 
caused by unfunded state mandates, the cost of 
competitive salaries and the rising costs of fuel, 
utilities and health care.
 “We are so thankful the Pasadena ISD com-
munity understood that this was necessary to 
maximize state funds, retain our dedicated staff 
and continue innovative programs that help our 
students succeed,” said Pasadena ISD Superin-
tendent Dr. DeeAnn Powell.
 Proposition A passed with 78.2 percent of the 
vote (3,911 total votes), with 1,093 (21.8 per-
cent) voting against the measure. Proposition B 
passed with 66.9 percent (3,343 votes) voting in 
favor of the proposal, and 33.1 percent (1,653 
votes) voting against it.

City of Houston
 All fi ve propositions on the City of Houston 
ballot passed by wide margins.
 Proposition A, which will provide more than 
$1 billion in pension obligation bonds, passed 
with 77.1 percent of the votes (74,570 total 
votes), with 22,182 (22.9 percent) voting against 
the measure. The Texas Legislature passed the 
package in May with an amendment that re-
quired this public referendum.
 Proposition B, which will provide $159 mil-
lion for the construction and renovation of police 
and fi re department facilities, passed with 75.3 
percent of the vote (73,012 votes), with 24,007 
(24.7 percent) voting against the proposal.
 Proposition C, which will provide $104 mil-
lion for park improvements, passed with 75 per-

cent of the vote (72,827 votes), with 24,261 (25 
percent) voting against the measure.
 Proposition D, which will provide $109 mil-
lion for improvements to support the city’s pub-
lic health, wellness and sanitation, passed with 
74 percent of the vote (71,612 votes), with 
25,222 (26 percent) voting against the measure. 
 Proposition E, which will provide $123 mil-
lion for library improvements, passed with 72.5 
percent of the vote (69,981 votes), with 26,508 
(27.5 percent) voting against the proposal.

State of Texas
 All seven propositions on the state ballot also 
passed by wide margins.
 Proposition 1, which will provide disabled vet-
erans, or the surviving spouse of disabled veterans, 
property tax relief on homes donated by charita-
ble organizations, passed with 87.5 percent of the 
vote (125,884 votes), with 18,044 (12.5 percent) 
voting against the measure.
 Proposition 2, which will lower the amount of ex-
penses that can be charged to a borrower of a home 
equity loan, passed with 65.3 percent of the vote 
(92,404 votes), with 49,078 (34.7 percent) voting 
against the proposal.
 Proposition 3, which will limit the service of 
certain offi ceholders appointed by the governor and 
confi rmed by the senate after the expiration of the 
person’s term of offi ce, passed with 77.5 percent 
of the vote (110,480 votes), with 32,161 (22.5 
percent) voting against the measure.
 Proposition 4, which will authorize the Legisla-
ture to require a court to provide notice to the attor-

Leon Eugene 
Bianche

 Leon Eugene Bianche 
died Nov. 5, 2017.
  He was born in Houston, 
on June 20, 1924, to Lucille 
Peterson and Louis Fillipe 
Bianche. He was baptized at 
the Church of the Immacu-
late Conception on Harris-
burg Boulevard. on Oct. 19, 
1924. He attended elemen-
tary school at Immaculate 
Conception and later Deady 
Junior High and Milby High 
School.
 Leon enlisted in the U.S. 
Marine Corps in the summer 
of 1941 at the tender age of 
seventeen and after basic train-
ing in San Diego shipped off to 
New Zealand. 
 It was shortly after his en-
listment that Japan bombed 
Pearl Harbor. After a year of 
training Leon spent time in 
various areas of the South Pa-
cifi c and fi rst saw combat on 
Tarawa in the Gilbert Islands 
and then on Saipan in the Mar-
shall Islands where he was 
wounded on July 7, 1944, in 
what was known as the “Last 
Great Banzai.”
 He was later awarded the 
Purple Heart medal for his 
service. After spending time 
in various hospitals in the 
Martial Islands, Hawaii, Oak-
land, California and Corpus 
Christi, Leon was eventual-
ly granted leave to return to 
Houston where he married 
Ola Faye Benefi el on Nov. 
25, 1944. In March 1945 he 
received a medical discharge 
from the U.S. Marines.
 Leon’s marriage to Ola 
Faye lasted 48 years until her 
death in December 1992. They 
had six daughters and togeth-
er raised their girls during the 
’50s, ’60s, and ’70s in Pecan 
Park and later in Sagemont.
 After beginning a career 
with the U.S. Postal Ser-
vice as a clerk, he ended up 
in management where he 
served as a station supervi-

sor, area supervisor and as-
sistant to the postmaster for 
the city of Houston. His job 
required travel to Washing-
ton, D.C. and various other 
places around the country. He 
developed a love for traveling 
whether it was for business or 
pleasure with his colleagues 
and his beloved wife Faye.
 Leon was a “people per-
son” and this passion led to 
his participation in many 
organizations including the 
Military Order of the Purple 
Heart, Veterans of Foreign 
Wars, American Legion, Dis-
abled American Veterans, 
National Association of Fed-
eral Retirees, Airport Noon 
Optimist, Boys Harbor, Cy-
press Historical Society, 
HASG and the Second Bap-
tist Church of Katy.
 After Faye’s passing, 
Leon enjoyed a long and hap-
py marriage to Mary Chap-
man Bianche. They married 
and moved to Cypress, Tex-
as, where they pursued many 
passions such as travel, class-
es at the local community 
college, grandchildren’s ac-
tivities, NARFE conventions, 
marine reunions, church ac-
tivities, potluck dinners, car 
shows, and other activities at 
the club house at Towne Lake 
Estates, and trips to their 
beach house on the Bolivar 
Peninsula. Mary kept Leon 
active and “young” and was 
his loving wife and compan-
ion until his passing.
 In addition to his wife 
Mary, Leon is survived by 
daughters Leah Dominy and 
husband Marvin of Pearland; 
Patricia Seeley and husband 
John of Houston; Barbara 
Adams and husband Ray of 
Houston; Betty Garner and 
husband Buddy of Pearland;

 Texans with damages 
and losses from Hurricane 
Harvey are encouraged to 
follow up with FEMA to 
ensure a timely inspection 
and keep their recovery on 
track.
 Following these tips will 
help make the process of 
scheduling an inspection as 
smooth as possible:
 • Make sure FEMA has 
up-to-date contact informa-
tion. 
 This information can 
be updated online at Disas
terAssistance.gov, by call-
ing the FEMA Helpline at 
800-621-3362 (voice, 711 or 

Voice Relay Service), TTY: 
800-462-7585, or by visiting 
a Disaster Recovery Center. 
Find the nearest DRC at: 
asd.fema.gov/inter/locator/
home.htm.
 • Answer all calls even 
if you don’t recognize the 
number;
 • Be willing to work with 
the inspector to schedule the 
earliest available appoint-
ment;
 • Respond to any “Sorry I 
missed you” letters or com-
munications regarding your 
inspection as soon as possi-
ble.
 • If the home was found 

to be inaccessible at the 
time of inspection, one is 
required to let FEMA know 
when the home is accessible 
and request a new inspection 
to be issued.
 To update information, 
call the FEMA Helpline. 
Callers should be prepared 
for a brief wait time. Try 
calling in the morning or 
evening when wait times 
may be shorter.
 Once the status of the 
home is updated and a re-
quest for a new inspection 
has been made, it may take 
from 18 to 21 days but may 
take up to 45 days for a FE-

MA-contracted inspector to 
contact one to schedule in-
spection.
 When the inspector ar-
rives:
 • Ask for offi cial identifi -
cation. The badge should in-
clude the inspector’s name, 
company and photo.
 • Inspectors will have 
your case number and de-
tails about your property.
 • Inspectors will assess 
and verify damage caused 
by the disaster. There is no 
inspection fee. Generally, 
the inspection lasts about 30 
minutes or less.
 To date, FEMA inspec-

tors have completed more 
than a half-million home in-
spections in the State of Tex-
as.

Currie-Gregg, Smith, participants in eight shuttle missions retire from NASA
 Two astronauts with eight 
space shuttle missions be-
tween them have retired from 
NASA. Both Nancy Cur-
rie-Gregg and Steven L. Smith 
left the agency after careers 
that began even before they 
became astronauts.
 “Nancy and Steve each 
brought so much to NASA 
during the course of their ca-
reers,” said Pat Forrester, chief 
of the Astronaut Offi ce at NA-
SA’s Johnson Space Center. 
“They made great contribu-
tions not just to the astronaut 
offi ce and the Johnson Space 
Center but to the entire agen-
cy. We appreciate their service 
over the past several decades 

and wish them well in the fu-
ture.”
 Currie-Gregg fi rst came to 
NASA as a fl ight simulation 
engineer in 1987. She was se-
lected as an astronaut in 1990, 
completed her astronaut candi-
date training in 1991 and fl ew 
on her fi rst mission in 1993. 
 As a mission specialist 
on space shuttle Endeavour’s 
STS-57 mission that year, she 
helped retrieve the European 
Retrievable Carrier satellite 
and conducted experiments 
inside the pressurized labora-
tory SPACEHAB on its fi rst 
fl ight.
 Currie-Gregg returned to 
space onboard space shuttle 

Discovery in 1995 for STS-70 
and helped to deploy a Track-
ing and Data Relay Satellite. 
In 1998, she was part of the 
fi rst assembly mission for the 
International Space Station, 
during Endeavour’s STS-88 
mission. And she visited the 
Hubble Space Telescope in 
2002 as part of space shuttle 
Columbia’s servicing mission, 
STS-109. In all, she spent 
1,000 hours in space.
 Her work for NASA did 
not end there, however. Fol-
lowing the space shuttle Co-
lumbia accident in 2003, Cur-
rie-Gregg was selected to lead 
the Space Shuttle Program’s 
Safety and Mission Assur-

ance Offi ce. She also served 
as manager of the Habitabili-
ty and Human Factors Offi ce; 
senior technical advisor in the 
Automation, Robotics and 
Simulation Division; deputy 
director of Johnson’s Engi-
neering Directorate; and chief 
engineer for NASA’s Engi-
neering and Safety Center. 
At the time of her retirement, 
she was principal engineer 
for NASA’s Engineering and 
Safety Center.
 Currie-Gregg was born in 
Wilmington, Delaware, but 
considers Troy, Ohio, to be 
her hometown. She earned a 
bachelor’s degree in biolog-
ical science from the Ohio 

State University; a master’s 
in safety engineering from the 
University of Southern Cali-
fornia; and a doctorate in in-
dustrial engineering from the 
University of Houston. She 
achieved the rank of colonel in 
the U.S. Army before retiring 
in 2005 and has logged more 
than 4,000 hours of fl ight time 
in a variety of rotary-wing and 
fi xed-wing aircraft.
 Smith was selected as an 
astronaut in 1992, after fi rst 
coming to NASA in 1989 as 
a payload offi cer in the Mis-
sion Operations Directorate. 
He was the fi rst member of the 
1992 class to receive a fl ight 
assignment and made his fi rst 

of four spacefl ights in 1994 as 
part of Endeavour’s STS-68 
mission, conducting Earth ob-
servations with the Space Ra-
dar Laboratory.
 Smith fl ew again aboard 
Discovery in 1997, as part of 
the STS-82 crew, visiting the 
Hubble Space Telescope and 
performing three of the mis-
sion’s four spacewalks. He 
returned to Hubble and served 
as the payload commander in 
1999 as part of the STS-103 
mission, again onboard Dis-
covery, and performed two 
more spacewalks.
 Smith’s fi nal fl ight came in 
2002, on board space shuttle 
Atlantis for STS-110. Visiting 
the new International Space 
Station, he served as the lead 
spacewalker, performing two 
more spacewalks and helping 

to install the station’s initial 
truss segment.
 During those four missions, 
Smith conducted seven space-
walks, totaling 49 hours and 
25 minutes. He currently ranks 
seventh on the list of most time 
spent spacewalking by U.S. 
astronauts.
 Following his fi nal space-
fl ight, Smith continued to 
serve in a variety of positions at 
NASA, such as the Automated 
Transfer Vehicle Launch Pack-
age Manager for all fi ve ATV 
fl ights, the International Space 
Station Program’s liaison to 
the European Space Agency, 
and associate director for the 
program’s science directorate 
at NASA’s Ames Research 
Center in California.
 Smith was born in Phoenix, 
Arizona, and considers San 

Jose, California, his home-
town. 
 He earned a bachelor’s 
degree in electrical engineer-
ing, and two master’s degrees 
in electrical engineering and 
business administration, all 
from Stanford University.

17 kills, and Savannah 
Sheridan added 12.
 A winner’s bracket 
match against Tyler fol-
lowed, with the Apaches 
walking away with a 25-
21, 25-15, 21-25, 22-25, 

15-13 win. Rhoder had 20 
kills for San Jacinto, with 
Buvinic good for 12 more.

Morris, Longhorns rally past Pasadena 34-26, stay in hunt
work. 
 Quarterback Jacob Su-
lak found Noah Roman 
for a 13-yard touchdown 
reception with just over 
six minutes to go.
 Following a second 
Pasadena punt, Dobie got 
the ball back at the Eagle 
43. Three plays later, Mor-
ris dashed 34 yards for a 
touchdown. Just like that, 
the Longhorns got within 
23-20 with 4 minutes, 13 
seconds remaining in the 
third quarter. 
 Guess what? The Do-
bie defense forced another 
Pasadena punt. 
 This time, Morris broke 

free for a 78-yard touch-
down run as the Long-
horns led for good at 27-
23 with 1:09 left in the 
third quarter.
 Morris scored his third 
touchdown in as many 
drives early in the fourth 
quarter, racing 31 yards 
for a 34-23 Dobie lead 
with 9:55 to go in the 
game. So over the course 
of 14 minutes and 5 sec-
onds, the Longhorns had 
turned a 23-6 deficit into a 
34-23 lead.
 As for Pasadena last 
defeating Dobie? That 
was 2002, when the Ea-
gles scored a 28-10 win 

and finished fourth in the 
district at a time when just 
three teams made the play-
offs.
 The Eagles did get 
within 34-26 with just 
over three minutes to play 
as Hector Saldivar kicked 
a 25-yard field goal. Pas-
adena then recovered the 
ensuing onside kick at the 
Dobie 48. But the Long-
horns held on for the win.
 As for Morris, he had 
a pretty big night. The ju-
nior tailback had a solid 
first half with 108 yards 
rushing, including a 27-
yard touchdown run. 
 But the second half 
proved to be a personal 
recruiting showcase for 
Morris, who had 213 yards 
and three touchdowns. He 
finished with 321 yards 
and four scores on the 
ground, coming up with 
one of the Longhorns’ all-

time great offensive per-
formances.
 Now, Morris may need 
another as the Longhorns 
go against La Porte in a 
winner-take-all contest for 
the final playoff spot in 
District 22-6A.
 Dobie head coach Mike 
Norman didn’t mince 
words when it came to 
discussing his star tailback 
and what he has meant to 
the Dobie program.
 “Kris is just special, 
and there are times that 
he basically puts this team 
on his back and carries it,” 
Norman said. “For him to 
rush for more than 300 
yards in this game, and to 
have nearly 700 over his 
last three games, shows 
you what type of player 
Kris is.”
 In terms of La Porte, 
the Bulldogs surely know 
who is getting the football 

when Dobie is on offense. 
The Longhorns’ passing 
game delivered a touch-
down last week, but start-
er Jacob Sulak is done for 
the season with a lingering 
shoulder issue. Instead, 
Jacob Sims will start, and 
the Longhorns have also 
been working Roman at 
quarterback in the Wildcat 
formation.
 So the setback from 
Hurricane Harvey, the 
displacement of several 
players, the usual injuries 
and other issues have been 
navigated as well as possi-
ble to this point. For Dobie  
and La Porte, it all comes 
down to one final regular 
season game.
 “I’ve said all season 
that it’s about us and what 
we do,” Norman said. 
“We did not have a good 
first half against Pasadena 
with the blocked punt for a 

touchdown and the fumble 
on the next drive that led 
to a field goal.
 “Against La Porte, we 
have to play well for four 
quarters and not have the 
crucial turnovers that can 
change a game.
 “We can’t allow the 
big play against La Porte. 
They’ll be strong, fast and 
physical, and they like to 
try to hit you with th deep 
pass.
 “In the end, this is what 
you play for. We have a 
chance to advance to the 
playoffs to play Atascoci-
ta, and we’re going to go 
out there and give it every-
thing we have.”
 Memorial and Deer 
Park have already quali-
fied for the playoffs and 
will go head-to-head Nov. 
9 at Veterans Stadium for 
the 22-6A championship.

a bye this week, has com-
pleted its district run at 4-2 
and is also headed to the 
postseason.
 It comes down to Dobie 
and La Porte for the final 
playoff berth.
