Confusion continues over erroneous water bills
City issues apology, will resume manual meter readings

The City of Houston has issued an apology to
residents affected by the recent installation of dig-
ital meter readers that caused many bills to spike
exponentially. The new system estimated usage and
overcharged several residents, many by thousands
of dollars.

The new readers estimated some residential us-
ages as more than 100,000 gallons in just one day,
compared to the average use of around 5,000 gal-
lons per month. The incorrect estimates caused
some bills to spike from around $30/month to
$3,000/month.

“We apologize for the stress and confusion
among customers who received these bills,” said
Houston Public Works Director Carol Haddock. “I
want to reassure our customers that we are working
proactively to directly contact those who have been

impacted, and the department will make appropri-
ate corrections to these accounts.”

HPW is currently operating under a City Coun-
cil-approved program to replace the meter reading
devices in specific areas of the city where failure
of the devices has occurred. This is not a citywide
issue. Multiple residents in the Sagemont Park sub-
division are known to be affected.

“Over the last several weeks, HPW installed new
meter reading devices in neighborhoods where the
previous ones were not working properly,” a state-
ment from Public Works read. “The old devices led
to some accounts being estimated and charged in-
correctly. Moving forward, bills will be generated
based on actual readings.”

Public Works officials said no action is required
from residents.

Garcia, MUD host movie night

Rainstorms briefly subsided Friday, May 12, allowing Clear Brook City MUD and Harris
County Precinct 2 Commissioner Adrian Garcia’s Movie in the Park event at Clear Brook
City Park to go off without a hitch. The roughly 125-150 attendees were even treated to a
double rainbow overhead as they viewed the screening of “Puss in Boots: The Last Wish.”
MUD officials said plans are in the works for similar events in the future.

TSU approved for new Spaceport facility
60,000-square-foot facility to be used for training

The Houston Airport System recently announced
Texas Southern University will be allowed to oper-
ate a new training facility at the Houston Spaceport
located at Ellington Airport. On Wednesday, May
3, Houston City Council gave final approval and
authorized a binding memorandum of agreement
between HAS and Texas Southern University. The
agreement will span five years and include the cre-
ation of an Aviation Education Facility at Ellington.

The 2-acre facility will include the following:

—22,000-square-foot aircraft hangar.

—20,000 square feet of aircraft apron.

— 7,200 square feet of office and training/class-
room space.

— 12,000 gallon above-ground aviation fuel tank.

— Vehicle parking.

“The City of Houston is proud of its partnership
with Texas Southern University, and we are excit-
ed to witness the aviation students’ education and
careers take flight. The air transportation industry
in Houston and across the United States is grow-
ing and provides career opportunities for those with
the skills needed to succeed,” said Mayor Sylves-
ter Turner. “Earlier this year, the City provided $1

million in seed money to create a transformational
health center at TSU. This project also will trans-
form lives and help students prepare for the future.”
More than 500 aviation and aerospace-related
companies operate in Houston. More than 23,000
aerospace and aviation professionals call Houston
home. Texas Southern University currently offers a
program in aviation science and technology. Suc-
cess and increased student interest are why TSU
needs to expand its aviation training program. HAS
is supporting TSU in realizing its goal, agreeing to

plan, design and construct an aeronautical hangar.
“Houston Airports is honored to invest in and
inspire the next generation of aviation profes-
sionals,” said HAS Director of Aviation Mario
Diaz. “The facility at Ellington Airport contin-
ues the illustrious story of Houston’s aeronau-
tical history. More than 100 years ago, farmers
watched the U.S. Army carve runways through
rice fields so the nation’s first pilots could train
for World War 1. Decades later, NASA chose El-
lington Airport to train for the Apollo Lunar
landing. Soon, students at Texas Southern Uni-

County offers mosquito safety tips
Residents urged to Tip, Toss, Take Action!

Mosquito season is approaching, and Harris
County Public Health reminds residents to practice
a few simple tips to reduce mosquito bites.

With temperatures on the rise, residents should
expect to see more mosquitoes outside, increasing
the likelihood for disease transmission.

Mosquitoes are present throughout the year;
however, peak mosquito activity occurs in warm-
er weather, typically from May through October.
Out of the 56 species of mosquitoes found in Har-
ris County, only a handful transmit disease-causing
viruses, such as West Nile (WNYV), Saint Louis en-
cephalitis (SLE), chikungunya (CHIKV), dengue
(DENV) and Zika (ZIKV).

HCPH’s Mosquito and Vector Control Division
(MVCD)strivestoensure thatresidents are protected
from mosquito-borne diseases year-round through
countywide mosquito trapping, testing mosquito
pools for viruses and treatment in neighborhoods
where a virus is detected. Interactive maps of mos-
quito-borne disease activity, services and proposed
treatment can be found at hcphtx.org/Mosquito
Control.

In 2022, five cases of mosquito-borne viruses
in humans — two persons with dengue, two with
West Nile virus, and one with St. Louis encephali-
tis — were reported in Harris County. Out of the five
cases,one person — a man in his 80s who resided in

northeastern Harris County — died from WNV neu-
rovascular disease. The Texas Department of State
Health Services (DSHS) reported a total of seven
human deaths in the state last year due to mosqui-
to-borne disease(specifically West Nile).

“Last summer, we had a relatively low pool of
mosquito samples that tested positive for West Nile
as compared to previous years,” said new MVCD
Director Maximea “Max” Vigilant. “However, we
lost one member of our community last year who
unfortunately passed away due to complications
from West Nile disease. This reminds us how seri-
ous these types of mosquito-borne illnesses can be
to our most vulnerable community members — es-
pecially young children, the elderly and those who
are immunosuppressed.”

“We have not tracked any positive mosqui-
to samples from our surveillance and testing
so far this year,” Vigilant added. “However, as
we have seen in the past, a sudden surge of a
virus in a mosquito population can happen at
any time and pose a threat to residents in our
communities. We encourage everyone to take
a few simple measures to protect themselves
and their loved ones from mosquito bites this
season, such as emptying stagnant water from
containers outside their homes or applying

Man fatally shot outside apartments

Houston police are investigating the fatal shoot-
ing of a man that took place around 1:45 a.m. in the
12500 block of South Green Drive near Fuqua and
the Gulf Freeway.

The identity of the victim was pending verifica-
tion by the Harris County Institute of Forensic Sci-
ences at press time.

According to Houston Police Department offi-
cials, patrol officers responded to a shooting call in
the parking lot of the Parc at South Green apart-
ment complex at the above address and found the
male suffering from multiple gunshot wounds.

Houston Fire Department paramedics pro-
nounced the man dead at the scene.

Investigators learned the victim and a male
friend were walking to the friend’s car when two
armed suspects confronted them and demanded the
car keys. The suspects then fired, striking the vic-
tim. The friend was not hurt. The suspects fled on
foot. One suspect is described as a black male with
slim build and wearing a dark hoodie. The other
suspect is described as a Hispanic male with a slim
build, also wearing a dark hoodie.

Pct. 2 deputies rescue lost children

Children travel 1.2 miles from home in toy car

Precinct 2 deputies recently reunited two
young siblings with their father after the children
got lost on a toy car ride that took them more
than a mile from home.

According to Precinct 2 officials, the incident
began when a 7-year-old boy took his 4-year-old
sister on a joy ride in his battery-powered vehi-
cle. After driving approximately 1.2 miles from
home, however, the boy got lost.

As Precinct 2 deputies took the children to
search for their home, they left the child’s car
at the home of area resident Daniel Garza, as
it would not fit in the patrol car. Garza had vol-
unteered to take the children’s vehicle to their
house in his truck, but deputies asked him to re-
main at his house until they returned.

While the deputies were gone with the chil-

dren, their father spotted the toy car in Garza’s
driveway while frantically searching for them.

“While waiting, a car was passing by in a fast
pace and suddenly stopped where I was parked
in my driveway,” Garza recalled. “It was the fa-
ther who was frantic and only stopped because he
recognized the carriage in the bed of my truck. I
asked if he was looking for his children, and with
tears in his eyes, he said an emphatic ‘yes!” I ex-
plained to him that the good constables were go-
ing to take them home and to wait here for them
because they were going to lead me to his house.

Unable to locate the children’s home, depu-
ties returned to Garza’s house, where the siblings
were tearfully reunited with their father.

EPA-registered mosquito re-
pellents as directed.”

As temperatures rise, so
do mosquito populations.
HCPH wants residents to re-
member the three T’s to mos-
quito control — Tip, Toss, Take
Action.

Tip

Heavy rains during the
summer months in the Hous-
ton region can create a “per-
fect storm” for mosquitoes
to breed. Follow these sim-
ple tips to prevent mosquito
breeding sites around your
home, especially right after a
weather event:

— Tip or empty standing
water from pet bowls, flower-
pots, tires, buckets and other
containers.

— If one has a birdbath,
change its water every three
to five days.

Toss

Mosquitoes are also able
to breed in small spots where
stagnant water might be hid-
den from the human eye.
Practice the following tips to
reduce mosquito breeding in
those covered spots:

— Toss out debris, trash
and other unwanted items
around your home.

— Clean out clogged drain
gutters.

— Keep outdoor trash bins
closed and avoid overfilling
them.

— Do not sweep lawn clip-
pings, leaves or litter into

storm drains as this will pre-
vent water from flowing, cre-
ating ideal mosquito-breed-
ing sites.

— Minimize opportunities
for standing water to accu-
mulate by emptying stag-
nant water from flowers pots,
buckets, tires or any other
water-collecting objects.

Take Action

There are also a number
of ways to take action and re-
duce mosquito populations.

When using mosquito re-
pellent, keep these points in
mind:

— Use as directed by the
label instructions on the
product.

— Do not use insect repel-
lents on babies younger than
2 months of age.

— Do not use products con-
taining oil of lemon eucalyp-
tus or para-menthane-diol on
children younger than 3 years
of age.

— Apply an EPA-registered
repellent on oneself when
outdoors.

— When possible, wear
long sleeves, pants and socks.

— Treat standing water
with larvicides in areas where
water cannot be covered,
emptied, or removed and will
not be used for drinking. Lar-
vicides are a type of pesticide
that is applied to kill mosqui-
toes in their early stages of
development (larvae) before
they become biting adults.
They are sold in forms of lig-

uid, tablets, pellets, granules
and briquettes and available
in most hardware stores. Lar-
vicides are safe to use for the
environment. Follow the in-
structions of the particular

larvicide product you are us-
ing.

— Make sure to complete-
ly turn off outdoor faucets to
prevent leaks; fix any faucets
that are constantly leaking.
