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Primary runoff election results tabulated
Morman wins Republican commissioner bid; Mealer to face Hidalgo

 The results from the May 24 primary runoff 
elections have been tabulated, with few surprises.
 In the race to decide who will be the Demo-
cratic nominee for House District 147, Jolanda 
Jones edged out opponent Danielle Keys Bess, 
receiving 54 percent of the vote to her oppo-
nent’s 46 percent.
 Jones will face Republican Damian Jones in 
the November general election.
 In the March 1 primary, Jones received 42 
percent of the vote to Bess’s 20 percent; Reagan 
Flowers received 17 percent of the vote; Aurelia 
Wagner received 9 percent; and Namrata Subra-
manian received 7 percent.
 Current House District 147 Rep. Garnet Cole-

man is retiring after serving 30 years in the 
state’s lower chamber.
 In the race to decide the Republican nomi-
nee for Harris County Judge, Alexandra Meal-
er handily defeated opponent Vidal Martinez, re-
ceiving 75 percent of the vote to her opponent’s 
25 percent.
 In the March 1 primary, Mealer received 30 
percent of the vote to Martinez’s 26 percent. 
Martina Lemond Dixon received 15 percent of 
the vote; Randy Kubosh received 10 percent; and 
Warren Howell received 8 percent.
 The winner of the runoff will face County 
Judge Lina Hidalgo in the November general 
election.

 In the race to decide the Republican nominee 
for Harris County Precinct commissioner, former 
Precinct 2 Commissioner Jack Morman was vic-
torious over opponent Jerry Mouton, receiving 68 
percent of the vote to his opponent’s 32  percent.
 In the March 1 primary, Morman received 40 
percent of the vote to Mouton’s 22 percent. For-

mer Pasadena Mayor John Manlove received 17 
percent of the vote; Richard Vega received 15 
percent; and Daniel Jason received 5 percent.
 In the November general election, Morman 
will face Democratic incumbent Adrian Garcia.

Beamer Ditch work halted

Work on the project to widen the Beamer Ditch near Scarsdale Boulevard has come to 
a halt in recent weeks, prompting concerns from area residents. Begun in January 2021, 
the Mud Gully Channel Conveyance Improvements Project was originally scheduled to be 
complete by fall 2022, but offi cials from the Harris County Flood Control District said the 
endeavor was only 30 percent complete at the time of the unexplained pause in construc-
tion. Construction equipment at the site is shown above dormant.

Pedestrian killed in Fuqua crash
 Houston police are investigating a fatal au-
to-pedestrian accident that took place around 
9:30 a.m. Wednesday, May 18, in the 10400 
block of Fuqua near Beamer, 
 The identity of the deceased male was pend-
ing verifi cation by the Harris County Institute of 
Forensic Sciences at press time.
 According to police, the male victim, a con-
tract construction worker, was placing safety 
cones around his trailer to block an eastbound 
lane at the above address when the driver of a 

Honda Odyssey van changed lanes to avoid the 
closure and struck the man. 
 According to witnesses, the worker was possi-
bly frightened by the vehicle and jumped into the 
roadway. The victim was pronounced dead at the 
scene.
 The driver was not injured, He was determined 
to not be impaired, was questioned and released.
 The site of the accident was under investiga-
tion for several hours following the crash.
 The investigation is ongoing.

Man charged in fatal shooting
 Charges have been fi led against a suspect ar-
rested in the fatal shooting of a male that took 
place around 6:05 p.m. Saturday, May 14, in the 
9200 block of Kingsfl ower Circle near Black-
hawk and Beltway 8.
 Carlos Albert Garcia-Velasquez, 28, is 
charged with murder in the 228th State District 
Court. 
 The identity of the victim was pending notifi -
cation to family members by the Harris County 
Institute of Forensic Sciences at press time.
 According to police, offi cers responded to a 
shooting at the above address and found the male 
victim inside his vehicle, parked in the driveway 
of the residence. He had sustained multiple gun-

shot wounds. 
 Houston Fire Department paramedics pro-
nounced the victim dead at the scene. 
 Garcia-Velasquez was at the location when 
police arrived, and he was subsequently detained 
at the scene.
 Further investigation identifi ed Garcia-Ve-
lasquez as a suspect in this case, and the Har-
ris County District Attorney’s Offi ce accepted 
charges on him for his role in the shooting.
 The incident remains under investigation.

Of those, 
62 remained active, up four from the previ-
ous week. To date, 91 residents from ZIP code 
77034 have died from the disease, up two from 
the previous week.
 According to Harris County offi cials, the 
vast majority of the fatalities suffered from 
pre-existing health issues.

 The northbound entrance ramps from both

 The closures are associated with an ongo-
ing construction project to widen the freeway 
from three to fi ve lanes in each direction and 
the frontage roads from two to three lanes in 
each direction.

2022 Atlantic hurricane season begins June 1
 The 2022 hurricane season will begin Wednes-
day, June 1, and will continue through Nov. 30.
 Researchers at Colorado State University 
have predicted 19 named storms for the 2022, 
with nine reaching hurricane status. Of those 
nine storms, four are predicted to become major 

hurricanes, researchers said.
 Data collected the past 30 years indicates the 
average number of annual named storms is 14.4. 
Of those, 7.2 are hurricanes, with 3.2 being ma-
jor hurricanes.
 South Belt residents should plan according-

ly, in the event that a major storm should strike 
the area. The Harris County Offi ce of Homeland 
Security & Emergency Management (OHSEM), 
working in conjunction with the City of Hous-
ton and the State of Texas, has issued evacuation 
routes for community members, should the need 
arise to leave town.
 The South Belt area, including ZIP codes 
77089 and 77075, are located in what the 
OHSEM refers to as ZIP-Zone C.
 In the case of a Category 4 or 5 storm, those 
residing in ZIP-Zone C are urged to evacuate 
by traveling west on Interstate 10 or by heading 
north on Interstate 45 and highways 290 and 59.
 The OHSEM warns against traveling east, as 
it will take evacuees closer to the coast and into 
the more vulnerable ZIP-Zone B.
 Should the Texas Department of Public Safety 

issue a mandatory evacuation, contrafl ow opera-
tions will likely be put into effect to expedite the 
fl ow of traffi c. 
 On Interstate 10, eastbound lanes would be 
reversed at FM 359 in Brookshire, just east of 
Sealy. The contrafl ow lanes will end at Loop 
1604 in San Antonio.
 Southbound lanes on Interstate 45 would be 
reversed north of Highway 242, just south of 
Conroe. The contrafl ow lanes will end at US 287 
near Ennis, 40 miles south of Dallas.
 On Highway 290, contrafl ow operations will 
begin just west of FM 1960. Northbound traffi c 
from State Highway 6 will be able to turn west 
onto 290 contrafl ow lanes. Contrafl ow opera-
tions will continue to FM 1948 near Burton.
 Contrafl ow operations on Highway 59 will

Harris County offers water safety tips
 May is National Water Safety Month, and 
Harris County Public Health encourages resi-
dents to stay alert while enjoying water activi-
ties, as drowning is the leading cause of uninten-
tional death among children ages 1 to 4.
 As temperatures begin to climb, so do the risks 
of drowning. Texas leads the nation in drowning 
deaths for children under 5 years of age. Last 
year, eight children drowned in Harris County, 
and so far this year, three children have already 
lost their lives to drowning.
 Summer is the perfect time to enjoy water ac-
tivities with children but even small amounts of 
water can be dangerous. One can signifi cantly 
reduce the risk of drowning by following a few 
tips to keep children safe.

Water safety tips
 – Know where children are at all times: Ac-
tive supervision saves lives. Select several adults 
who know how to swim to be “Water Watch-
ers” to supervise children in and around bodies 
of water, such as pools, beaches, lakes, or wa-
ter parks. Make sure children are within arm’s 
reach. Should one leave the water or pool, they 
should take their child with them.
 – Take precautions to reduce the likelihood 
of drowning accidents: Drain water from wad-
ing pools, buckets, spas, tubs, and ice chests. 
Don’t assume young children will use good 
judgment and caution around water. A child can 
drown in as little as two inches of water.

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 We at the District Attorney’s Offi ce take 
an oath to preserve, protect and defend the 
Constitution, the laws of the United States 
and of this State, Texas.  We rely upon ev-
idence to bring cases before grand juries, 
courts and trial juries.  Our mission is to 
seek justice in every single case and we 
are doing our job.
  The nearly daily public misstatements 
being made by Harris County Judge 
Lina Hidalgo about pending felony cases 
brought against three members of her staff 
now compel comment to the public by this 
offi ce and by me, the top law enforcement 
offi cial in Harris County.  Failing to do so al-
lows a top county offi cial, in her offi cial ca-
pacity, to continue to improperly infl uence 
those people of Harris County who will 
serve on the jury in this case.  This harms 
everyone, including the accused, and must 
stop.
  The process our Harris County govern-
ment utilizes to issue contracts and to aid 
Harris County residents with problems like 
COVID-19 should be a totally transparent 
process, ethically and under law.  The crim-
inal charges currently being prosecuted by 
the Harris County DA’s Offi ce were brought 
after a diverse grand jury indicted the de-
fendants.
  An indictment is a fi nding by a grand 
jury of probable cause that crime occurred, 
and in this instance that three “public ser-

vants,” while working in the County Judge’s 
Offi ce, diverted an  $11 million contract to 
a political consultant under the guise of 
COVID vaccine outreach – money that a 
more qualifi ed bidder could have used to 
accomplish the worthwhile goal of increas-
ing awareness and participation in COVID 
vaccination in underrepresented communi-
ties throughout Harris County.
  In this case, a grand jury spent fi ve 
months reviewing evidence and listening to 
testimony concerning the Elevate Strate-
gies contract procurement.  Judge Hidalgo 
has referred to case evidence, to informa-
tion the investigators and prosecutors don’t 
have.  She has an ethical duty and respon-
sibility to provide any evidence under oath 
to the Texas Rangers and she should do so 
immediately.
  The criminal justice process is not a de-
bate.  It is not theater.  It is the search for 
truth and the place for accountability under 
the law.  We do not fi ght out our differences 
in the streets or on social media and I will 
not try this case in the court of public opin-
ion. We will try this case, like every other 
criminal case, in a court of law before a jury 
of peers, and we will look to them for a fair 
outcome.  When all the evidence is seen 
by a trial court, justice will prevail; our work 
continues.

Leader checks out 
social media

 A member of the Neigh-
bor’s app posted a video 
of two suspects that broke 
into the member’s work van 
Thursday, May 19 in the 
Kirkwood South subdivi-
sion.
 A member of People of 
Sagemont Facebook group 
posted that a man riding a 
bike was captured on sur-
veillance video Monday, 
May 23, at the corner of 
Sagegreen Drive and Sage-
park Drive. The man is seen 
riding his bike up the mem-
ber’s driveway near the back 
door and then riding away. 
The member states that she 

did not recognize the man 
and alerted the community 
to keep a lookout for the in-
dividual.
 A member of People of 
Sagemont 2 Facebook page 
posted that she witnessed a 
lady at Food Town on the 
corner of Beamer Road and 
Scarsdale Boulevard that 
was robbed.

 In a jaw-dropping tweet 
and press conference last 
week, County Judge Lina 
Hidalgo said that she ex-
pects to be indicted in 
connection with the now 
infamous vaccine outreach

 At a press conference, 
Hidalgo went much further, 
calling out Harris County 
District Attorney and fel-
low Democrat, Kim Ogg, 
for conducting a “political-
ly motivated” investigation. 
Hidalgo’s six-minute dia-
tribe is hard to follow but 
she makes several state-
ments that are blatantly 
false. (See related editorial 
this page.)
 First, she alleges that 
the fact the investigation 
is being conducted during 
her campaign is a prio-
ri proof that it is politically 
motivated.  That, of course, 
is complete nonsense. The 
alleged crimes did not 
come to light until Com-
missioners began to ask 
for details about the con-
tract last fall.  So, the in-
vestigation has only been 
ongoing for about eight 
months which is hardly un-
usual. Also, according to 
my sources, Hidalgo’s of-
fi ce refused to voluntarily 
hand over documents to 
the District Attorney’s of-
fi ce, regarding the contract 
resulting in the necessity 
to bring in the Texas Rang-
ers to subpoena them, de-
laying the investigation.  If 
Hidalgo and her staff had 
nothing to hide, why not 
voluntarily turn over the 
documents and expedite 
the process?
 Second, Hidalgo al-
leges that the District At-
torney’s offi ce gave a mo-
tion to revoke her chief of 
staff’s bail to the press be-
fore it was given to his at-
torney. Her sole “evidence” 
for this assertion is that 
a reporter called the de-
fense attorney before he 
had seen the motion. This 
proves absolutely nothing.  
All of the reporters fol-
lowing this story are daily 
checking for court fi lings in 
the case.  is not at all un-
surprising that a reporter 
might see it online before a 
copy made it to a defense 
attorney’s desk.
 She also claims that 
the District Attorney’s Of-
fi ce has been litigating the 
case in the press while 
she was supposedly “for-
bidden from responding.”  
Of course, she was never 
forbidden by the legal pro-
cess from responding.  Her 
lawyers may have told her 
to keep quiet. Certainly, 
after her performance at 
the press conference last 
week you can see why 
they might.

 But in fact, it was Hidal-
go who dispatched her at-
torneys to make her case 
to media outlets that she 
believed would be sym-
pathetic.  Her lawyers 
met with Texas Monthly, 
the Texas Tribune and the 
Houston Chronicle, provid-
ing each documents which 
they have refused to hand 
over to investigators volun-
tarily.  It is Hidalgo’s team, 
not the District Attorney’s 
offi ce, that has been ag-
gressively trying the case 
in the press.
 She went on to allege 
that “we have state media 
and local media that have 
reported on how the alle-
gations are . . . based on a 
distortion of the facts.”  But 
to the contrary, those sto-
ries reported on how Hi-
dalgo’s attorney’s alleged 
that the charges were 
based on distorted facts.  
Each of the stories pointed 
out numerous contradic-
tions and inconsistencies 
in the story being spun by 
Hidalgo’s lawyers.  Even 
the normally Hidalgo-fawn-
ing Houston Chronicle edi-
torial board concluded that 
while the documents pre-
sented by Hidalgo’s law-
yers cast some doubt on 
the bid-rigging allegations, 
they did not clear her and 
that serious questions re-
mained.
 Toward the end of the 
press conference, after a 
question from a reporter 
pointing out that Hidalgo 
and Ogg were both Demo-
crats, Hidalgo’s comments 
descend in a nearly inde-
cipherable rant about the 
“they” who are coming af-
ter her.  While continuing to 
lambast Ogg, she throws 
in references to Ted Cruz, 
Mike Lindell and Steve Ho-
tze for good measure. Of 
course, she did not men-
tion that Ogg’s offi ce just 
indicted Hotze. But appar-

ently notwithstanding that, 
“they” are all in some great 
cabal to derail her efforts 
to shepherd Harris County 
into her progressive uto-
pia.
 I think it is important to 
understand that the cor-
ruption alleged regarding 
the vaccine contract is 
different from the garden 
variety cronyism and infl u-
ence peddling, which are 
so endemic in our state.  
This corruption is born in 
the hubris of zealots so 
convinced of their righ-
teousness that any means 
justify their ends, even if 
those means violate the 
law. 
 I actually fear this type 
of corrupt more.  The inabil-
ity of ideological zealots to 
engage in critical self-ex-
amination leads to the pur-
suant of policies based on 
a religious-like belief re-
gardless of real-world con-
sequences.  I think this is 
the reason we are seeing 
such widespread dysfunc-
tion of Harris County gov-
ernment from election ad-
ministration to IT failures to 
the breakdown of the crim-
inal court system and the 
hellish conditions in the 
Harris County jail.
 I have no idea if Hidal-
go will be indicted on the 
vaccine contract.  The facts 
set out in the affi davit of 
the Texas Ranger attached 
to the application for the 
search warrant certain-
ly show that Hidalgo was 
intimately and directly in-
volved in the effort to steer 
the contract to Elevate 
Strategies, but whether that 
is a crime is an open ques-
tion. But clearly something 
happened last week that 
rattled Hidalgo.  I suspect 
her attorneys found out 
that someone close to her 
is cooperating with investi-
gators.  If so, her concerns 
may be well founded.

 County officials rec-
ommend each household 
assemble a disaster relief 
kit that includes key items 
such as flashlights, cell 
phones, extra batteries, bat-
tery chargers, a portable ra-
dio, a first aid kit, emergen-
cy water and food, medical 
supplies, a nonelectric can 
opener, a highway map and 
important documents, such 
as driver’s licenses, pass-
ports, insurance policies 
and health cards.
 All Residents are urged 
to cover their windows 
with shielding materials 
and also to secure or put 
up any loose items around 
their homes.
 Evacuees should fill 

their vehicles with gaso-
line as early as possible and 
take only one automobile, 
as extra cars create traffic 
congestion.
 Those leaving town are 
encouraged to bring ex-
tra cash in case banks are 
closed and ATMs are not 
working. 
 Fleeing citizens are also 
urged to notify family and 
friends (especially those 
out of the area) of their 
plans and destinations.

Preparedness

 When a hurricane warn-
ing is issued by the Nation-
al Weather Service and the 
coastal area is threatened, 
residents should:

 • Fuel vehicles and gen-
erators.
 • Check disaster supply 
kit.
 • Cover windows with 
plywood.
 • Bring in all furniture, 
toys and any other objects 
that could become missiles.
 • Moor boats to a safe 
and secure place.
 • Take pictures of prop-
erty and contents for insur-
ance purposes.
 • Evacuate immediately, 
if advised.
 If residents stay home 

during the hurricane and 
are not in a flood prone 
area:
 • Fill bathtubs and all 
available containers with 
water.
 • Turn off utilities, if re-
quested.
 • Remain indoors in a 
closet, bathroom or hallway 
on the lower level of the 
house, away from windows.
 • Cover one’s self and 
family members with a 
mattress or a dining room 
table to protect yourself 
from falling debris.

Disaster supply kit 
checklist 

 Residents should make 
sure that disaster preapred-
ness kits include the fol-
lowing:
 • Water – At least sev-
en-day supply (one gallon 
per person per day).

 • Food – At least seven 
day supply of nonperish-
able/canned food (Change 
out stored water and food 
supplies every six months).
 • First-aid kit.
 • Flashlight with extra 
batteries.
 • Battery powered radio.
 • Medications and spe-
cial items (pain relievers, 
diapers, etc.).
 • Tools and supplies.
 • Sanitation (toilet paper, 
personal hygiene items, 
etc.).
 • Change of clothes and 
bedding.
 • Cash.
 • Important family doc-
uments (birth certificates, 
insurance/ bank account in-
formation, etc.).
 • Food, water and medi-

cine for your pets.
 • Kennels or crates for 
pets.

Stay informed
 If residents live in a 
low-lying, flood-prone 
area, they may be mandated 
to leave, because height-
ened seas and tides can af-
fect such homes.
 If residents live in a mo-
bile home in any evacuation 
zone, plan to evacuate any-
time a hurricane threatens. 
Powerful winds are capa-
ble of destroying mobile 
homes.
 If residents are traveling 
with young children, elder-
ly family members or peo-
ple with functional access 
needs, they should leave 
early.

tion of the base in 1941. 
Manpower again rose to 

5,000, as Ellington served 
once more as a training fa-
cility (as it would through-
out the Korean War). In 
1976, the base was official-
ly deactivated by the Air 
Force and later, in 1984, 
was taken over by the City 
of Houston. However, the 
military, as well as NASA, 
still maintain a large pres-
ence there.

Saenz builds power at San Jac

San Jacinto College softball head coach Kelly Saenz had won nearly 650 career 
games over 19 seasons as she led her program into the NJCAA National Cham-
pionship tournament beginning May 24. The Coyotes finished a program-best 
third nationally in 2021.

 Players will come and 
go year after year, leaving 
coaches and their staffs to 
hold down the foundation 
of any athletic program. 
 And while the players 
deservedly earn much of 
the credit for a program’s 
success, it’s the coach-
es who begin preseason 
workouts with a vision. 
 So as the San Jacinto 
College softball program 
began the National Junior 
College Athletic Associ-
ation Division I National 
Championship event with 
an opening round game 
against Odessa May 24, it 
brought the leadership of 

head coach Kelly Saenz 
into focus.
 With 42 more wins this 
season heading into the 
2022 national tournament, 
Saenz needed one more 
win to reach 650 for her 
19-year career at San Ja-
cinto against 403 defeats.  
 Just since 2008, Saenz 
has guided six different 
teams to nationals.
 San Jacinto College in 
2021 won its first three 
games at the NJCAA 
championships in Yuma, 
Ariz., and finished a pro-
gram-best third overall. 
Perhaps this time around, 
the Coyotes can bring 
home a coveted national 
title.

 The 2022 event runs 
through May 28 at the 
Pacific Avenue Athletic 
Complex in Yuma as de-
fending national cham-
pion Florida SouthWest-
ern State again heads the 
field.  
 No matter the outcome 
for Saenz’s Coyotes, the 
legacy of the program con-
tinues to grow.
 A native of Winnipeg, 
Manitoba, Saenz was a 
star player as a youth and 
later enjoyed a successful 
career at Western Ken-
tucky. 
 Her playing career end-
ed in 1998 and by 2003 
she was the head coach at

 When Saenz walked 
through the doors at San 
Jacinto College as the 
head coach in 2004, she 
found a home. Nineteen 
seasons and 649 wins 
later, she has established 
San Jacinto College as a 
nationally prominent pro-
gram.
 Saenz never saw 19 
years at one place in her 
future, but she’s thrilled 
it’s gone this way. “The 
level of support and back-
ing from the administra-
tion has been tremendous 
over the years,” Saenz 
said. 
 “We have first-rate fa-
cilities and a program to 
be proud of. The kids we 
bring in work hard, and we 
have a level of expectation 
each year on and off the

 “I feel pretty awesome 
about having an opportu-
nity to go to San Jac, es-
pecially with the Promise 
program, where I can 
attend for free,” Mayes 

said.
 Expanding Promise to 
all in-district high school 
graduates creates a 
stronger community and 
workforce. 
 With fewer worries 
about school expenses, 
students can focus on 
their studies and have a 
better chance of transfer, 
sustainable jobs, and an 
enriched quality of life.
